1. ART 113,116,175, 176, and 302
2. A minimum of nine non-introductory art studio credits with an average letter grade of B (3.0) or better

Guidelines & Policies

1. Admission to the BFA degree requires passing the BFA Portfolio Review. Students should apply the year
prior to participation in ART 410 (BFA Capstone Seminar).

2. The department holds an annual BFA Portfolio Review each Spring semester, prior to registration for the
following Fall semester. Call for application will be announced early in the same semester.

3. Students who pass their review must complete a “Declaration of Major Change” from BA to BFA before
the end of the semester.

4. If accepted, student must receive a grade of B or better in their major coursework to remain in the BFA
program.

5. Portfolio review committee consists of all Art Studio faculty members.

6. Students who take a formal Leave of Absence (LOA) of one or two semesters can resume their BFA work
with the next cohort on their return, but should coordinate with their area faculty to keep them informed
about when they are coming back.

7. Students who withdraw from the University or are suspended for a semester or more are required by the

University to go through a reapplication process to resume their student status. Such students should also
be asked to reapply to the BFA through portfolio review.
